This Sunday we continued our Drenched series by looking at the how we as Christians have been drenched for sonship. Read Galatians 4:1-7
Here are some questions that hopefully will help facilitate discussion in your small group
1) If as a cell you are keen on digging a little deeper into God’s word why not spend some time looking at verse 1-3. What do you think Paul means by the picture he is painting? What are the ‘elementary principles of the World’ that he is talking about?
2) Verse 4 paints a wonderful picture of what the Gospel is, are you able to share testimony of a time where you have encountered the redeeming work of God
3) Verse 6 tells us that because we are sons God has put his Spirit in our hearts, how would you say this encourages you in your everyday life? And what evidence in your own life is there that this is true?
4) Verse 7 tells us we are heirs through God, why not spend some time thinking about what our inheritance is in God.
